Production year — After selecting the production year, the model selected years' range will be
marked in Green. The rest of the production years in the list will remain without any colors
changes. At the lower part of the screen the model definitions will appear.

Show models notin MultiCat - Itis possible to present makes and models not included in the
MultiCat catalog. These will appear in Red color.

Search — Typing in this field will bring all the possible relevant models based upon the search
code (example: typing the digit 6 will bring into the list results all the models of all the makes that
includes the digit 6).

This estimate calculation screen serves as a working platform where you perform the estimate
calculations.

There are 3 major zones:
Upper left zone — Presenting the various options for the pre-defined sub model.
Select the required definitions and press 'Save options' button.

Inorder to rich the goal of collecting maximum priced catalog numbers for calculating the
estimate, itis recommended to maximize the model characteristics definitions. The calculation
components are well affected by every additional step in the model definitions process thwards
the final definition.

If an estimate is locked — you can view it from the 'Details’ screen but you are not able to
approach it for changes. The only actions permitted are viewing, printing and viewing the trader
price requests. In case you wish to re-open the locked estimate — please turn to the estimate
main screen and press the 'To open' button located in the 'estimate details' upper left zone on
the status details record. This button has been added as a result of the estimate's locking action.

Report addressee / Report Email - Fill in the details to send the estimate by electronic mail to
additional factors (like the repairer or the car owner).

Trade Items - Parts Trade / Parts Price requests — This option is available only to authorized
users. The user can send a price request for specific parts in the estimate by marking the 'trade
items' option and then mark every part's specific checkbox. Using this feature will enable direct
parts ordering from authorized suppliers or sending parts price requests for used parts from
various suppliers. The trading option requires authorization from Auto3P.

OK — The system saves the 'finish estimate’ settings and locks the estimate. The estimate's
status onthe 'estimate's list' changed to 'closed'.

Cancel — Closing the screen without saving any changes.



Prices

Pressing the 'Prices' icon on the main screen enables the search for part prices. The
part prices presented are derived from the MultiPrice server; database that contains most part
prices options in the local parts suppliers market.

There is no need to define the vehicle model. On the upper zone of the screen we can choose the
search method required:

Search catalog number —If we know the catalog number, marking this checkbox will show the
part prices results on the lower zone of the screen.

The prices list matching or cross-referenced to the catalog number placed (at the upper screen
zone). In this table every price has a detailed record describing the local part supplier, the
supplier's catalog number, specific part description derived from the suppliers catalog, the date in
which its price was last modified and the actual price.

Immediately to the left of the catalog humber for each supplier appears a small colored square,
which indicates the level of compatibility with the desired part:

This part is the desired part or a substitute (1st level cross ref.)
This part is compatible with the desired part (2nd level cross ref.)

This part is compatible with a compatible part (3rd level cross ref.)



Search Text — If we do not know the catalog number, then it is recommended to search by partial
text of the part description. The part description is based on the supplier's price list.

Itis recommended to select a 'supplier’ from the scrolled list to minimize the results.



Kits

The Kits system coordinates maintenance routines (Kit).

Itis possible to define sets of necessary routines for specific models, to determine the part types
required based on the MultiCat catalog, and the labor rates.

On this screen we can update an existing kit, create a new kit, or create a new estimate based on
a kit's data.

Kit name — Use this filed to search the required kit by the kit's name.

Kit subject — Use the scrolled 'kit subject' list to minimize the search results, even if you do not
know the exact kit's name. Searching the "all subjects” option will bring to the results all the
existing kits previously created.

The kits list - The screen's lower zone presents a list of kits matching the search results. To
activate a kit select its record from the list, then you can use its data to create a new estimate
using all the kits definitions, including the vehicle model, parts and labor list.

Permission | The user determines who is permitted to update kits - Is it only the user or
to update another factor related to the kits system (for example — the insurance
company).

Press the 'Change' button to change permission definitions.

Permission | The user determines who is permitted to use the system's kits - Is it only the
to use user or another factor related to the kits system (for example — the insurance
company).

Press the 'Change' button to change permission definitions.

Save as new kit - It is possible to use this feature only when updating a kit. After selection of
existing kit, open the 'details’ window and change the kit's name and other relevant details to
enable creating a new kit based on the old one. Mark the 'Save as new kit' checkbox.

New kit — After filling all the kit's details, define the vehicle model. The fields '"Make' and '‘Model'
will be updated accordingly. All the following phases in creating the kit are executed the equally
as creating a new estimate, from the vehicle model definition until adding parts & labor from the
catalog or manually.



Kit details screen

This screen presents all the components related to the Kit. You may add to it additional details,
update some components, and use it for additional actions.

Only certain kit details are presented on the upper zone of the screen — the file details and its
status, the vehicle's details and definitions. The complete kit is presented on the screen's lower
zone.

Selecting arecord will open the record details window, and then you can update the details,
whether it is parts or labor data.

To delete arecord from the kit — press on X at the right side of the record.

Press the icon "% to open the detailed subject.

If photos have been added into the file and you defined previously to display them on this screen
— you will see their thumbnails on the lowest zone of the screen.

Add Part — Press this button to open the 'Add part' window (manually) and add parts to the kit.
(See also 'Add part manually)

Add Labor - Press this button to open the 'Add labor' window (manually) and add labor to the kit.
(See also 'Add labor' manually)

Labor list — Press this button to open the 'Add from list' window and add labor to the kit.
(See also 'Add from list window)
